4. For all hikes, call leader in advance for carpool meeting location. Destination
may change depending on weather or trail conditions.

FAST ACTION ITEM: ASK REP. JUDY STIEGLER NOT TO CO-SPONSOR HR 3

5. Rep. Judy Stiegler from Bend is co-sponsoring resolution HR 3 in support
of the Bush admin's 400% logging increase in older forests on BLM lands in
western Oregon. Please call her office and express your concern and ask her to
take her name off this bill. The resolution makes it sound like the WOPR is great
for the environment, which is far from the truth. For more background info, here’s a
link to our WOPR info page, http://oregon.sierraclub.org/alerts/wopr.asp. In short,

the WOPR:

1. Removes BLM forests from the scientific framework of the Northwest Forest Plan.
2. Ramps up clearcut logging across hundreds of thousands of acres and get over
70% of the timber volume from clearcuts. There would be over 7000 acres of
clearcutting each year under the plan.

3. Reduces streamside buffers that protect clean water and fish by 50%.

4. Logs some of the last remaining older forests in western Oregon.

5. Increases logging by nearly 400% compared to current logging levels.

6. Adds 180 million tons more carbon to the atmosphere compared to no logging.
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(equivalent to the greenhouse gas emissions from 1 million cars driven for 132
years).

7. Results in 1,300 miles of new logging roads.

ACTION ITEM: CALL NOW - SUPPORT HB 3100, THE METOLIUS
PROTECTION ACT

6. Protect the Metolius, Support HB 3100 TODAY. This legislation will provide
the strongest protection to date to preserve this Oregon treasure from both current
and future threats. It is essential for the state to step in on this, since local officials
in Central Oregon are not responding to the majority of their citizens who are saying
no destination resorts near the Metolius River. This bill will:

1. Accept and modify Land Conservation & Development Commission’s (LCDC)
recommendation to designate the Metolius Basin an Area of Critical State Concern
(“ACSC").

2. Stipulate that destination resorts will not be located within this ACSC.

3. Direct LCDC to supplement its management plan in order to ensure that new
development within the ACSC will not negatively impact the Metolius river, including
its headsprings and tributaries. It also ensures that new development within the
ACSC will not negatively impact fish and wildlife resources within the ACSC. There
are 18 members of the House who need to hear from us that the Metolius is
extraordinary and worth protecting; urge them to vote YES on HB 3100! The vote
will be close.

ACTION ITEM: SUPPORT HB2015, LNG PROTECTION ACT

7. SUPPORT HB 2015. The LNG Public Protection Act would safeguard
Oregon's communities, clean water, and natural resources from irresponsible
development of liquefied natural gas terminals and pipelines. While HB 2015 would
not ban LNG, it would significantly strengthen the state's ability to protect Oregon's
rivers, farms and forests and help stop the irresponsible LNG projects currently
proposed for Oregon. Imported from places like Russia and the Middle East,
liquefied natural gas emits 20-30% more global warming pollution than domestic
sources of natural gas. At a time when Oregon and the nation are grappling with
how to reduce our dependence on foreign fossil fuels obtained in hostile or unstable
regions of the world, it makes no sense to build LNG import terminals in our state
and deepen our dependence on yet another foreign fossil fuel. Learn more about
LNG in Oregon and the LNG Public Protection Act on our website! http://oregon.

ACTION ITEM: SUPPORT HB 80, CAPPING GREENHOUSE GAS POLLUTION

8. YES on HB 80 - This bill, sponsored by Gov. Kulongoski, directs the
Environmental Quality Commission to set a cap on greenhouse gas pollution in
Oregon from electricity generation, transportation, and other activities. It allows for
greenhouse gas emission allowances and offsets to keep greenhouse gas pollution
within a state, regional or nationally established cap. Would require reporting of
greenhouse gas emissions and registration. SB 80 will encourage innovation to
reduce greenhouse gases that will stimulate the economy and create green jobs in
new and existing industries in Oregon.

ACTION ITEM: 175 TOXIC CHEMICALS IN OREGON’S WATERWAYS

9. Comment by March 27 — Public hearings are coming up as a result of SB 737,
passed in 2007 with a big push from the Sierra Club, which required DEQ to identify
the worst bioaccumulative toxins entering Oregon's waterways. The first step is
identifying the priority list of toxic pollutants, so the state can then develop
strategies to reduce or eliminate this pollution. It's a broad list including everything
from heavy metals to pesticides, but it’s not all inclusive. The public is invited to
comment on the list, deadline March 27.
