6. Sierra Club Executive Director Carl Pope has compiled a list of Sierra Club
accomplishments nationally since our 2005 Summit in San Francisco. You as a
member have helped make these victories possible.

Smart Energy Solutions

--Blocked planned construction of 80 new coal-fired power plants.

--Raised federal fuel economy standards from 27 to 35 mpg and obtained legal
clearance for California and 14 other states to implement their own, tougher,
emissions standards from cars that will almost double fuel efficiency.

--Increased the number of Cool Cities to more than 1000, in large part due to
hundreds of Club organizing campaigns.

--Blocked freeways and advanced transit in places like Las Vegas, Washington,
Georgia, and Salt Lake City.

--Advanced energy efficiency and renewable standards and programs in dozens of
states and obtained a 20% increase in national building code requirements for

energy efficiency.
